It
was the Silver Ferns’ first world title in 16 years.

She received the highest recognition when she was named a Dame in the 2020 New Year
Honours, just the third netballer to be awarded a Dame Companion of the New Zealand Order
of Merit [DNZM].

A mercurial goal attack, Taurua played in the 1995 World Cup and 1998 Commonwealth Games

for the Silver Ferns before a knee injury ended her career. She quickly moved into coaching,

Dame Noeline Taurua  working her way through the ranks while fashioning a stellar career at elite domestic level in
Silver Ferns Coach both New Zealand and Australia.
