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MARGARET FORSYTH CUP 

Teams at the Netball New Zealand Under 18 
Championships will play for the Margaret 
Forsyth Cup in memory of a Silver Fern great. 

The Waikato shooter first made the headlines 
when gaining Silver Ferns selection in 1979, 
Margaret become Silver Fern #66 as a 17-year- 
old seventh former at Hillcrest High School. She 
played in netball’s fourth world tournament in 
Trinidad & Tobago. The Silver Ferns finished in a 
three-way tie for top honours with the hosts and 
Australia. 

Setting records that have stood for over 40 years, she remains the youngest Silver Fern to play 
at a Netball World Cup, while being just one of three Silver Ferns to win two world titles. 

Of Ngāti Kahungunu ki Wairoa descent, Margaret embodied the values of being a key figure as 
a role model for young women, especially young Māori women. 

For a player who achieved so much from a young age, it is a fitting tribute to the late Forsyth 
as well as providing a shining example for those who follow. Initially making her mark as a 
teenager, the dynamic and athletic shooter left an inspiring legacy following a dominant nine- 
year Silver Ferns career.
